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Score Impact Analysis

Additional drivers of UltraFICOÊ Score 
Å Maintaining a bank account over time

Å Recency and frequency of banking transactions

Å Saving and keeping a healthy average balance

Å Avoiding a negative balance

Analysis reflecting self-selection criteria most realistic 
Å No negative balances in last 3 months

Å Maintaining average monthly balance of $400 or higher in last 

three months

Strong upward shift in scores seen in key segments
Å Thin and/or young credit files

Å Credit files with previous derogatory information

Å Positive shifts in all other segments
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Applicant Population: Total (with self-selection filters)

Å Consumers with no negative balances and $400 average balance in past 3 months 

Å 70% of population experiences a score increase

ό At least 1 DDA account with a minimum of 3 months of transaction history

ÅMinimum Scoring Criteria

ό Ensures recency and sufficiency of available CB information among consumers that donôt 
meet standard FICO® Score minimum scoring criteria

* DDA account requirement: we are only considering checking, savings, and money market accounts for inclusion in the UltraFICOÊ Score calculation

Segment UltraFICOÊ Score CB Minimum Scoring Criteria

Stale/Inactive Time since last reported date < 36

New-to-credit Months since oldest date opened not missing

No TL, inquiry only Time since last inquiry < 6 month

No TL, collections/PR only Time since last collection/public record < 36 months
